Chapter 1

e Deut. 1:3, "And it came to pass in the
fortieth year, in the eleventh month, on the
first day of the month, that Moses spake
unto the children of Israel, according unto
all that the LORD had given him In
commandment unto them;”

* What was actually an eleven days journey
took 38 years.



Deuteronomy 1;15-17

Deuteronomy 1:21

“Behold, the LORD thy God hath set the land
before thee: go up and possess it, as the LORD
God of thy fathers hath said unto thee; fear not,
neither be discouraged.”

When we think about the Law of Moses we
usually do not think about the principles of
grace.

If they followed God’s directions then they could
“possess the land” (“claim the land”)

In doing as God directs we should not be afraid
or discouraged. (Hebrews 10:24)



Deuteronomy 1:42

“And the LORD said unto me, Say unto them, Go not up,
neither fight; for | am not among you,; lest ye be smitten
before your enemies.

They had tried to go on their own and was met with
defeat.

The success of Israel was the fellowship of God.

It is an important principle for man to learn for only in
fellowship with God can we succeed, often we are
concerned with the circumstances and launch out on our
own instead of making sure we are in harmony with God.

As long as Israel had the fellowship of God how could
they be harmed?

“This day will | begin to put the dread of thee and
the fear of thee upon the nations that are under
the whole heaven, who shall hear report of thee,
and shall tremble, and be in anguish because of
thee.”

This became the means of God leading the rest
of the world out of idolatry.

* Deut. 3:5, * All these cities were fenced
with high walls, gates, and bars; beside
unwalled towns a great many.”

Deuteronomy 3:21-24

* Moses tells Joshua that he has already
seen the power or God in conquering
great cities so he should not fear.

Deuteronomy 3:25-28

Moses makes a request of God to let him go
over and see Canaan

Numbers 20 Moses failed to sanctify God and
that is the reason God would not allow him to go
over to Canaan

Finally he tells Moses to charge Joshua,
encourage and strengthen him to go over before
the people so they can inherit the land.

Think of idolatry. It is out of the imagination of man, it is
formed from his imagination and man invents what he
thinks his idol wants.

It Is the manifestation of the love of God for him to talk to
man.

The revelation of the gospel is God talking to man.
Therefore:

To love God is to listen to what God says or hear him.

To love God is to learn what he has said that we have
heard and listen to and to make the application.

To love God is to continue to keep and do what he says.

So to love God is to Hear, Learn, Keep and Do what he
has revealed.

Deuteronomy 5:29

“O that there were such an heart in them, that
they would fear me, and keep all my
commandments always, that it might be well with
them, and with their children for ever!”

God longs for a heart that fears him and keeps
his commandments.

What is his reward? It will be well with him.

Do you want it to be well with you and your
children?



Deuteronomy 5:32

“Ye shall observe to do therefore as the LORD your God hath
cc%mmanded you: ye shall not turn aside to the right hand or to the
left.”

They were not to turn to right or to the left.
We are not to go to extremes — conservative or liberal.

Some people think the middle of the road is wrong but that is not
what this passage says.

When people go to the right and make laws that God has not made
It IS wrong.

When people go to the left and disregard what God says they are
wrong.

Both have affected the church in a negative way.
Loving God does not allow one to go to extremes in either direction.
We are to just follow what God says.



Deuteronomy 5:33

“Ye shall walk in all the ways which the LORD
your God hath commanded you, that ye may
live, and that it may be well with you, and that ye
may prolong your days in the land which ye shall
POSSesSs.”

_oving God one walks in all of his ways,
pecause love is not selective.

t is not up to us to pick God’s laws that we want
to follow and disregard the rest.

“Walk” denotes manner of life. Did | walk today
as God wanted me to as a father, mother,
employee, etc.?

Deuteronomy 6:1,4-6

12:30; Luke 10:27) |

Loving God means we must deny self C

If we are unwilling to deny self we are given to
idolatry (Colossians 3:5 for covetness is idolatry)

Loving God with all our heart and mind means it
Is an intelligent love. (It doesn’t run wild, jump
pews because love is the response to what God
has commanded).
